25 januari. Efter en lang, men
missddesfri, resa anldnde vi pa
eftermiddagen till Quito dér vi mottes
av var guide Roger Ahlman, som tog
med oss till ett trevligt hostal, 4gt av en
svensk. En mycket god och prisvird
middag, som for de flesta bestod av en
redig biff, intogs sedan pa en
nirbeldgen restaurang.

26 januari. Tidig uppstigning, liksom
under resten av resan som det skulle
visa sig, for korning till i Yanacocha
pa 3400 meters hojd pa dvre delen av
Andernas véstsluttning. Tyvirr var det
laga moln héruppe vilka avsevirt
begrinsade sikten, men det hindrade
inte ett gott utbyte. Vi gick nagra
kilometer ldngs en tdmligen plan vég,
men de sméd motlut som fanns var dnda
jobbiga for ménga - oacklimatiserade
som vi var och med en lang flygresa
samt for lite sémn bakom oss. Dagens
mest intressanta arter kunde i
huvudsak hénforas till tangaror,
kolibrier och myrpittor.

Av tangaror noterades Scarlet-bellied,
Hooded, Black-chested och Buff-
breasted Mountain-Tanager samt
Grass-green Tanager och
Superciliaried Hemispingus. Ganska
snart hittade vi en Sword-billed
Hummingbird, en av vérlden hiftigaste
med en ndbb som &r betydligt ldngre
an kroppen!

Ytterligare tva sddana sag vi pa en
matning lédngst bort pa vigen och dar
fanns dven Great Sapphirewing, Buff-
winged Starfrontlet, Sapphire-vented
och Golden-breasted Puffleg samt
Tyrian Metaltail.

Pé tillbakavigen sag Lasse och jag
dessutom en Shining Sunbeam. Nira
kolibrimatningen matades det ocksé in
tva ex av Rufous Antpitta och nir vi
kom tillbaka frén vandringen &ven en
Tawny Antpitta nara parkeringsplatsen.

Forutom dessa sedda individer hordes
flera sjungande under dagen, liksom
dven resans enda Undulated Antpitta.
Detta att mata in de annars sa skulkiga
antpittorna, sa att de visar sig helt
Oppet och nira, har blivit en stor sak pa
flera hall hall i Ecuador under senare
ar. Andra trevliga figlar i Yanacocha
var Andean Guan, Bar-bellied
Woodpecker, White-browed Spintail
(hord), White-throated och White-
banded Tyrannulet, Crowned Chat-
Tyrant (snygg!), Brown-bellied
Swallow, Rufous Wren, Blue-backed
Conebill, Glossy Flowerpiercer och
Rufous-naped Brush-Finch .

Under den ca 2,5 timmar langa
korningen till Septimo Paraiso Lodge, i
huvudsak lings Rio Alambi, var de
intressantaste arterna en juv Black-
and-chestnut Eagle, en Slaty-backed
Chat-Tyrant samt en White-capped
Dipper.

Septimo Paraiso betyder som alla
vél vet Sjunde himlen och det var det
verkligen for kolibrierna som
sviarmade runt lodgens matare. Hela 11
arter raknades och inte en enda var
bekant fran Yanacocha tidigare pa
dagen! Vi sag White-whiskered
Hermit, White-necked Jacobin, Green-
crowned Woodnymph, Rufous-tailed
Hummingbird, Andean Emerald,
Purple-bibbed Whitetip, Green-
crowned och Fawn-breasted Brilliant,
Brown Inca, Booted Raquet-tail samt
Violet-tailed Sylph.

Flera av dessa arter sdg vi f.0. bara
hér. Trots att vért intresse naturligt nog
fokuserade pa kolibrierna hittade vi
(dtminstone nagra av oss..) dven bl.a
Ornate Flycatcher, Ecuadorian Thrush
samt Silver-throated och Lemon-
rumped Tanager.

Lodgen forestods med fast hand av
den mycket talfora Ana Lucia
Goetschl, dotter till en
flygvapengeneral av vilken hon fatt
400 av totalt 10 000 hektar for att
bygga lodgen pa samt inrétta ett privat
regnskogsreservat.

27 januari. Storre delen av dagen
foretog vi en utflykt till Tandayapa
Valley péa 2000-2300 meters hojd. Fina
arter hér var Broad-winged Hawk
(faktiskt resans enda), Tawny-bellied
Hermit, Gorgeted Sunangel, Masked
Trogon, Toucan Barbet (riktigt
hiftig!), Plate-billed Mountain-Toucan
(flock om minst 25 ex),

Crimson-mantled Woodpecker,
Azara’s och Rufous Spinetail, Streaked
Tuftedcheek, Buff-fronted Foliage-



Gleaner, Striped Treehunter, Chestnut-
crowned Antpitta (uppenbarligen
vanlig, men endast hord), Spillman’s
Tapaculo (bara hord, forstés...), White-
tailed Tyrannulet, Rufous-headed och
Scale-crested Pygmy-Tyrant, Red-
crested Cotinga, Green-and-black
Fruiteater (snygg!), Turquoise Jay,
Sepia-brown och Plain-tailed Wren
(endast horda), Capped Conebill,
Golden-rumped Euphonia, Blue-and-
back, Grass-green och Blue-capped
Tanager, samt Dusky Bush-Tanager.

Vi forflyttade oss sedan nedat ett
stycke till en tradgard som tillhorde
den amerikanske skadaren Tony
Nunnery. Trddgérden hade han anlagt i
samband med sitt husbygge for femton
ar sedan pa gammal betemark, men
den var redan fullt uppvuxen med
buskar och trdd. Det vixer snabbt hér!
Han hade ett antal kolibrimatare och
hir visade sig bade for oss nya och
gamla arter. Sammanlagt ség vi 13
arter varav de nya Green Violetear,
White-tailed Hillstar, Collared Inca,
Buff-tailed Coronet, Wedge-billed
Hummingbird och Purple-throated
Woodstar. Annat hir var White-tipped
Dove, Red-billed Parrot, White-crested
Elaenia, White-sided Flowerpiercer,
Flame-faced och Black-capped
Tanager samt White-winged och
Chestnut-capped Brush-Finch.

Vi atervinde nu till lodgen dér vi
horde en Barred Forest Falcon ropa
ihérdigt fran skogen samt sag bl.a
Golden-headed Quetzal, Strong-billed
och Spotted Woodcreeper, Sierran
Elaenea, One-colored Becard, White-
lined Tanager samt Buff-throated och
Black-winged Saltator.

Sent pa eftermiddagen gav vi oss
till en plats utanfor den lilla staden
Mindo med Lyre-tailed Nightjar som
malart. Tva ex av denna markliga
nattskirra med sin extremt ldnga stjért
fick vi se nir det néstan blivit morkt.
Dessforinnan hade vi ocksé noterat
bl.a. en Choco Toucan.

28 januari. Vi borjade dagen med att
aka till Paz de las Antpittas pa 1900
meters hojd, en regnskogskladd
privatigd sluttning dér man matar fram
bl.a antpittas samt dven har ett spel av
de sdllsamma Cock-of-the-Rocks. Det
var tyvirr lite ddligt med samarbetet
fran ndgra av mélarterna, men vi kunde
i alla fall se fyra spelande Cock-of the
Rocks samt frammatade Dark-backed
Wood-Quails, Crimson-rumped
Toucanets och Ochre-breasted
Antpittas. Moustached Antpitta och
Rufous-breasted Antthrush hordes
bara.

Senare pa dagen, pa ett annat stille i
nérheten, sdg vi dock dagens hdjdare
nr 1-ett exemplar av den stora och
minst sagt sirpriglade Ocellated
Tapaculo pa en matning. Den ar
annars, i likhet med sd manga andra
figlar hér, en riktig skulkare.

Andra trevliga faglar i omradet var
Swallow-tailed Kite, American Kestrel,
Empress Brilliant, Velvet-purple
Coronet (enda stillet dar dessa tva
arter kolibrier sags), Flavescent
Flycatcher, Smoke-colored Pewee,

Scaled Fruiteater, Rose-breasted
Grosbeak och Yellow-bellied Siskin.

Efter en mellanlandning vid lodgen
foretog vi en vandring ldngs en vég i
utkanterna av staden Mindo. Trots att
det var ren kulturmark var fagellivet
bade rikt och varierat med manga arter
som Vi bara fick se hér eller pa ett fatal
andra stdllen. Nigra av dem var
Neotropic Cormorant, Pale-vented
Pigeon, Bronze-winged Parrot, Pale-
mandibled Aracari, Lineated
Woodpecker, Pacific Hornero, Slaty
Spinetail, Choco Tyrannulet, Yellow-
bellied Elaenia, Yellow Tyrannulet,
Rusty-margined Flycacher, Bay Wren,
Variable Seedeater, Shiny Cowbird,
Scrub Blackbird och Yellow-tailed
Oriole.

29 januari. Idag foretog vi en
heldagsutflykt till en regnskog i vistra
laglandet vid Rio Silanche. Hér stod vi
forst uppe 1 ett hogt observationstorn
och gjorde sedan en skogsvandring.
Fran tornet hade vi den bésta
rovfagelspaningen pa resan med bl.a
Hook-billed, Swallow-tailed, Double-
toothed och Plumbeous Kite samt Bat

Falcon. Frén tornet eller i skogen ség
vi ocksa bl.a. Ruddy och Dusky
Pigeon, Pallid och White-tipped Dove,
Blue-headed Parrot, Mealy Amazon,
Gray-rumped Swift, de resnya
kolibrierna Green Thorntail, Blue-
chested och Purple-chested
Hummingbird samt Purple-crowned
Fairy, Orange-fronted Barbet,
Cinnamon, Black-cheeked, Red-
rumped och Guayaquil Woodpecker,
Plain-brown, Black-striped, Spotted
och Streak-headed Woodcreeper,
White-flanked, Slaty och Dot-winged
Antwren, Choco, Sooty-headed,
Brown-capped och Yellow-crowned
Tyrannulet, Greenish Elaenia, Olive-
striped Flycatcher, Black-headed
Tody-Flycatcher, Yellow-margined
Flatbill, Streaked Flycatcher, Purple-
throated Fruitcrow, White-bearded
Manakin, Lesser Greenlet, Gray-
breasted Martin, Tawny-faced
Gnatwren, Green Honey-creeper, Blue
och Yellow-tufted Dacnis, Gray-and-
gold, Silver-throated, Golden-hooded
,Blue-whiskered, White-shouldered och
Tawny-crested Tanager, Slate-colored
Grosbeak, Black-and-white Seedeater
och Scarlet-rumped Cacique. En
ansenlig rad arter av vilka ménga var
saddana som vi bara sag hér.

Pa végen tillbaka mot hoglandet
stannade vi pa ndgra stdllen. Forst vid
en liten gird invid vigen med
forvanansvért givande utbyte - Pacific
Parrotlet, Striped Cuckoo, White-
whiskered Puffbird, Golden-Olive
Woodpecker och Masked Water-
Tyrant.

Nista stopp blev vid en liten
utvidgning av en &, ett stake-out for
Brown Wood-Rail, en séllsynt art. Det
sag dystert ut forst eftersom vattnet
stigit sd hogt att det inte fanns nagra
leriga strénder for rallen att vistas pa.
Men skam den som ger sig - efter
intensiv spaning skymtade den i
skogen pa andra sidan. Tva Green
Kingfishers blev en bonus



Sista stoppet var vid en restaurang i
en by. Sag vil inget vidare ut som
fégellokal, tyckte vi, tills vi sag
baksidan med enorm utsikt 6ver en dal
samt ett antal kolibrimatare. Hér fick
vi sex arter kolibrier, dock, for
ovanlighetens skull, inga nya.

30 januari. P4 morgonen vandrade vi
runt i ett mycket fint och fagelrikt
reservat, Milpe. Frimsta malet hér var
spelande Club-winged Manakins och
sadana fick vi se med rage - minst 20
ex., en av resans mer héftiga arter.

Club-Winged Manakin

Vi hade dven en hanne av Golden-
winged Manakin samt ett ex den
skulkiga manakinsléktingen Thush-like
Schiffornis. Andra nya arter for resan
var Brown Violetear, Broad-billed och
Rufous Motmot, Lanceolated Monklet
(svér art enligt Roger), Chestnut-
mandibled Toucan, Scaly-throated
Foliage-gleaner, Uniform Treehunter
(dven den svar), Scaly-throated
Leaftosser, Russet Antshrike, Southern
Beardless Tyrannulet, Slaty-capped
Flycatcher, Choco Warbler, Guira,
Swallow och Ochre-breasted Tanager
samt Choco Brush-Finch.

Nu ldmnade vi definitivt
véstsluttningen av Anderna och satte
kurs mot dster. Féltlunchen intogs 1 ett
hoglant halvokenartat omrade strax
utanfor Quito. Karaktérsart hér var
Common Ground-Dove och vi sig
ocksa Tufted Tit-Tyrant, Vermilion
Flycatcher, Band-tailed Seadeater

samt Ash-breasted och Band-tailed
Sierra-Finch.

Efter en lang och tidskrdvande
passage runt Quito begav vi oss upp i
Antisanamassivet, till Guaytara Lodge
pa 3400 meters hojd. Har motte en helt
ny fagelfauna. Spaning fran lodgen
under sen eftermiddag gav en hel del
rovfaglar - ett ganska stort antal
Carunculated Caracaras (varav ett par
med bo i ett stup), tva Black-chested
Buzzard-Eagles, fem Variable Hawks
och till slut ocksa en Andean Condor
som kom fint glidande langs en
bergsluttning pa ganska néra hall.
Annat nytt hir uppe var Andean Gull,
Equadorian Hillstar, Black-tailed
Trainbearer, Black-billed Shrike-
Tyrant, Black Flowerpiercer, Southen
Yellow Grosbeak och Plain-colored
Seedeater. En ropande Great Horned
Owl hordes efter morkrets inbrott .

31 januari. Storre delen av dagen
tillbringade vi pa hog h6jd 1 Antisana
med bl.a en fard bort till en stor
vattenreservoir. Nya arter blev Silvery
Grebe, Andean Teal, Yellow-billed
Pintail, Blue-winged Teal, Andean
Ruddy-Duck, Black-faced Ibis, Andean
Coot, Greater Yellowlegs, Andean
Lapwing, Black-winged Ground-Dove,
Bar-winged och Stout-billed
Cinclodes, Streak-backed och Many-
striped Canastero, Brown-backed
Chat-Tyrant, Paramo Ground-Tyrant,
Grass Wren, Plumbeous Sierra-Finch
och Hooded Siskin. Ménga av dessa
atersdg vi inte mer pa resan. Storsta
upplevelsen var dock de hela 13
observationerna av Andean Condor
som vi hade, flera dessutom pé ganska
nira hall. Over hundra Carunculated
Caracaras var ocksd mycket
imponerande.

Innan dagen var slut hade vi noterat en
rad resnya arter hér - Bronzy Inca,
Chestnut-breasted Coronet, Streak-
necked och Cinnamon Flycatcher,
Pale-eyed och Glossy-black Thrush,
Saffron-crowned Tanager samt Russet-
backed Oropendela. Pa kvillen sig vi
fint tva olika ex av omradets “mystery
bird”, d.v.s den uggla som en del tror
r en ras av Black-banded Owl, andra
en egen art.

mindre bussutflykt ut i ett ndrbeléget
kulturlandskap samt gjorde en
morkertur. Nya arter blev Plain-
breasted Hawk, Southern Lapwing,
Wattled Guan (hord), Rufous-banded
Owl (sags bade pa kvillsturen och vid
lodgen!), Andean Potoo (hord),
Rufous-bellied Nighthawk, Long-tailed
Sylph, Crested Quetzal, Rufous-
rumped Antwren, Barred Antthrush
(hord), White-bellied Antpitta
(inmatad), Ash-colored och Long-
tailed Tapaculo (horda), Sulphur-
bellied och Torrent Tyrannulet,
Rufous-crowned Tody-Flycatcher,
Pale-edged Flycatcher, Inca Jay,
Black-billed Peppershrike, Mountain
Wren, Black-and-white, Canada och
Black-crested Warbler, Golden-
collared Honeycreeper, Bluish
Flowerpiercer, Fawn-breasted
Tanager, Chestnut-breasted
Chlorophonia, Common Bush-
Tanager, Black-eared Heminspingus,
Subtropical Cacique, Olivaceous
Siskin och Olive-Backed Woodcreeper.

1 februari. Hela denna dag
tillbringades vid och kring San Isidro
Lodge.Vi tittade pé de talrika faglar
som pd morgonen lockades av
insekterna som dragits till de lyktor
som varit tinda under natten, pa
kolibrimatarna samt pa en myrpitta-
matning. Vi gick ocksé en langre
stracka langs en skogsvég, tog en

2 februari. Nu fortsatte farden via ett
hogt belédget trail, Guacamayos, ned till
kanten av Amazonas och Gareno
Lodge. Vandringen lings Guacamayos
gav forst och framst ett ex av den
séllsynta Greater Scythebill, men
ocksé andra arter nya for resan som
Slate-crowned Antpitta (hord),
Handsome Flycatcher och Northern
Mountain Cacique.



Férden genom ett i huvudsak
kulturpéverkat landskap gav sedan
bl.a. de nya Greater Yellow-headed
Vulture, Pearl Kite (en synnerligen
efterldngtad och rolig art, &tminstone
for mig), Black Caracara, Peregine
Falcon, Ruddy Ground-Dove, Blue-
winged Parrotlet, Short-tailed Swift,
White-eared Jacamar, Swallow-wing
Puffbird, Violaceous Jay, Brown-
chested Martin, Silver-beaked och
Magpie Tanager, Blue-black
Grassquit, Yellow-browed Sparrow
och Red-breasted Blackbird.

Vid Gareno blev vi omgaende ledda
till ett dagkvist for en Rufous Potoo, en
specialitet for platsen, innan vi via en
lang rad hala trappsteg gick ned till
lodgen som lag vid en liten back
omgiven av tit regnskog. Sjélva
byggnaderna sag mycket primitiva ut,
men de jéttestora rummen hade i alla
fall bra sdngar samt dusch (kallvatten)
och vattentoalett. Maten visade sig
ocksa vara riktigt bra.

Innan middagen skidade vi i
lodgens ndrmaste omgivningar. Pa
grund av att nu befann oss i helt nya
habitat trillade manga reskryss in -
Ruddy Quail-Dove (hord), Black-
headed Parrot, White-chinned Swift,
Ivory-billed Aracari, Scale-breasted
och Yellow-tufted Woodpecker, Bright-
rumped Attila (hord), Great Kiskadee,
Social och Gray-capped Flycatcher,
White-winged Becard, Masked Tityra,
White-browed Purpletuft, Spangled
Cotinga, Green-and-gold Tanager och
Yellow-rumped Cacique. Pa kvéllen
hordes en ropande Tawny-bellied
Screech-Owl.

3 februari. Vid sidan av Rufous Potoo
ar den stora specialiteten vid Gareno
den vackra och originella kolibrin
Fiery Topaz. Véara virdar visste att
berétta att ndgot eller nagra exemplar
brukade jaga insekter tidigt pd
morgonen nere vid biacken nedanfor
lodgen. Det tog inte lang stund innan

arten var inhdngd och klar. Resten av
dagen tillbringades med vandringar pa
véagar och stigar. Nytt for resan var
Great och Undulated Tinamo (bada
horda), Bicolored Hawk, Grey-
breasted, Black-banded och Chestnut-
headed Crake (samtliga horda), Gray-
fronted Dove (hord), White-eyed och
Cobalt-winged Parakeet, Black-eared
Fairy, Amazonian White-tailed och
Amazonian Violaceous Trogon, Brown
Jacamar, White-fronted och Yellow-
billed Nunbird, Gilded och Red-
headed Barbet,

Annu en heldag i
laglandsregnskogen kring Gareno
Lodge och @nnu en rad nya arter.
Dagen hojdpunkter var hela sex arter
manakiner av vilka Golden-headed,
Blue-backed, Striped och Green
Manakin var nya och Blue-crowned
bara hord tidigare. Nytt i §vrigt var
Little Tinamou (hord), Black-bellied
Cuckoo, Great-billed och Reddish
Hermit, Fork-tailed Woodnymph,
Golden-collared Toucanet,
Lafrenaye’s Piculet, Wedge-billed
Woodcreeper, Pink-throated Becard,
Black-tailed Tityra, Screaming Piha
(hord), Tropical Gnatcatcher,
Blackpoll Warbler och Yellow-bellied
Tanager.

5 februari. Vi borjade med en del
morgonskadning kring Gareno Lodge
men bara Many-banded Aracari och

Golden-winged Tody-Flycatcher blev
nya for resan.

Kosan stilldes nu mot Wildsumaco
Lodge pa 1500 meters hojd. Léngs
végen stannade vi pa en lokal for CIiff’
Flycatcher dir vi sag inte farre 4n sex
exemplar av denna rédbruna och
ganska snygga fagel. Andra nya arter
langs vigen var Sulphury Flycatcher,
White-banded Swallow och Crested
Oropendula.

Wilsumaco ér en tdmligen ny lodge,
samégd av ett amerikanskt par och den
svenske figelguiden Jonas Nilsson
(den senare var dock inte pd plats ndr
vi var dir). Lodgen, som ligger pa
1500 meters hojd dr kdnd bl.a for sina
kolibrimatare. Vi borjade vid dem och
rdknade pa en kort stund in hela 16
arter, av vilka 11 var nya - Green
Hermit, Blue-fronted Lancebill, Napo
Sabrewing, Violet-headed
Hummingbird, Wire-crested Thorntail,
Golden-tailed Sapphire, Many-spotted
Hummingbird, Violet-fronted Brilliant,
Black-throated Brilliant, Gould'’s
Jewelfront och Gorgeted Woodstar.
Andra resnya arter hér var Tiny Hawk,
Speckled Chachalaca, Chestnut-
fronted Macaw, Black-mandibled
Toucan, Blackish Antbird (hord),
White-backed Fire-eye (hord) och
Blue-naped Chlorophonia.
